I found a large field stone, 4" wide and 12"+wide, leaning at the cormer. I plumbed

it up so that it is now 1t+ high. The stone also had a chiselled cross and is at an
ancient fence corner. It is not of record but this*hot unusuel, We have found other
unrecorded stones in the Town of Onalagka and elsewhere in the county that have pro-
ven to be the actual cornerg.This stone appears to be another such case. If we could
find the missing County Surveyor books, the history of this stone could be confirmed.

I accepted the locaticon of this stone as the best available evidence of the original
govermment corner position, The 1/2 mile o the North is about 2 "“two pole chainsg' ¢see*

seen other such chaining problems in the Town of Onalaske. I feel that these
problems go back to errors in the orlginal govermment survey. In my opinion
this stone is In the original corner location. It however was set in error
probably due to an error in "tallying" their "two pole chain®. This atone
was probably set by a County Surveyor at a later date to replace the original
corner. The stone has definitely been at its present location a long time,
