PROPORTIONATE MEASUREMENT BETWEEN THE NORTHEAST AND SCUTHEAST
CORNERS OF SECTION 8-18-8. ACCORDING TO DATA ON R. CHALSMA
SURVEY OF 1988, THE FOUND 2" IRON PIPE WAS INTENDED TO HAVE
BEEN SET AT THIS SINGLE PROPORTIONATE PQSITION. IN THIS 1899
SURVEY, IT WAS FOUND THAT THE COMPUTED POGSITION FOR THE
SOUTHEAST CORNER OF SECTION 9-18-8, AS INDICATED IN SAID
MISCELLANEGUS SURVEY NOTES, WAS INAPPROPRIATELY DETERMINED,
THEREBY RENDERING THE POSITION OF THIS IRON PIPE INCORRECT.
THEREFORE THIS CORNER WAS CONSIDERED AS LOST AND WAS

REESTABL ISHED BY SINGLE PROPORTIONATE MEASUREMENT BETWEEN THE
NORTHEAST AND SOUTHEAST CORNERS OF SECTION $-18-8. THIS
REESTABL ISHED POSITION FALLS APPROXIMATELY 7 FEET
NORTHWESTERLY OF THE FOUND IRON PIPE. THEREFORE, BEL IEVING
FOUND IRON PIPE, AS DESCRIBED, TQ HAVE BEEN INCORRECTLY
POSITIONED AND BEL IEVING THE REESTABL ISHED POSITION, AS
DESCRIDED, TO BE THE BEST AVAILABLE EVIDENCE OF THIS CORNER'S
ORIGINAL LOCATION, A 7/8"X60" REBAR WITH AN ALUMINUM CAP WAS
SET REFERENCED AS SHOWN BELOW.
