	On June 1, changes were implemented to the ADRC’s 85.21 Specialized Transportation program to ensure services are used only by individuals with no other transportation options. Outreach related to these changes is now complete—413 riders were contacted to discuss the updates and identify alternative transportation, resulting in 351 riders (85%) ending authorizations. Many riders are utilizing alternative providers such as MTU or DriftLink. Increased call volume is anticipated for one-time medical rides, particularly for residents outside the City of La Crosse, and budget performance continues to be monitored, with an update to be provided at a later date.
